*The plane flies high.

*I fly my plane in the park.
*The plane has technical problems.

*The pilots fly their airplanes.
*I crash the plane against the wall.

PRESENT PROGRESSIVE
*The plane is flying high.

*I am flying my plane in the park.

*The plane is having technical problems.

*The pilots are flying their airplanes.

*I am crashing the plane against the wall.

PAST SIMPLE

*The plane flew high the last weekend.
*I flew my plane in the park last Monday.

*The plane had technical problems but I fixed it.

*The pilots flew their airplanes yesterday.

*I crashed the plane against the wall and I destroyed it.

PAST PROGRESSIVE
*The plane was flying high.

*I was flying my plane in the park.

*The plane was having technical problems.

*They pilots were flying their airplanes.

*I was crashing the plane against the wall.

PRESENT PERFECT (have-has+ past participle)
*The plane has flown high.

*I have flown my plane in the park.

*The plane has had technical problems many times.

*The pilots have flown their airplanes.

*I´ve crashed the plane against the wall.

PRESENT PERFECT PROGRESSIVE 

*The plane has been flying high for two hours.
*I have been flying my plane in the park since 3 o´clock.
*The plane has been having technical problems lately.

*The pilots have been flying their airplanes carefully.
*I´ve been crashing the plane against the wall 3 times.
